Save Our Ring Of Green today received a Temporary Restraining Order to halt grading 
on the Mountclef Ridge Wildlife Corridor.  Bulldozers and other grading equipment 
started grading the environmentally sensitive habitat linkage after Labor Day.   
 
In November 2006, the City of Thousand Oaks approved a building permit, HPD 2002-
80, for a 7700 square foot building and garage on a 6 acre parcel north of Cal Lutheran 
University.  The property lies in a Hillside Protected Development zone.  The area is a 
scientifically documented wildlife corridor. 
 
Earlier this year, Save Our Ring Of Green filed a lawsuit against the City of Thousand 
Oaks and Michael Dubin of SD Development on the grounds that the Environmental 
Impact Report was inadequate and that the permit violated the requirement of the 
Hillside Protected Development zoning regulations.   
 
Judge Glen M. Reiser of the Ventura County Superior Court heard the case on August 
16th 2007.  He is expected to give a ruling on the case in October. 

Judge Reiser issued the Temporary Restraining Order today on the grounds that the 
developer must wait for the court’s final ruling on Save Our Ring Of Green’s lawsuit 
before going ahead with grading in the wildlife corridor. 

A further hearing before the judge is scheduled on September 20th. This will determine 
whether the temporary injunction will remain in effect until Judge Reiser’s final ruling on 
the lawsuit in October.
